5.1. In the event of any dispute between the
Parties over the interpretation or application of
the provisions of this Agreement, the Parties
shall resolve them through negotiations and
consultations.

5.2. The Parties, in connection with the need for
production, may, upon agreement, make
amendments to this Agreement in writing
concerning the issues of its implementation, on
which additional agreements are concluded,
which are integral parts of this Agreement.

6. TERM OF THE AGREEMENT

6.1. The Agreement shall enter into force upon
its signing by the Parties.

6.2 This agreement is valid for a period of five
(5) years.

6.3. This Agreement may be terminated, and the
obligations of the Parties under it are terminated
early only by mutual consent of the Parties. The
Party initiating the termination of the
Agreement must notify the other Party in writing
at least 2 (two) weeks before the termination of
the Agreement.

7. FINAL PROVISIONS
7.1. This Agreement is concluded in English and
Ukrainian languages in 2 (two) copies, one for
each Party. Each copy has the same legal force.
7.2. The cooperation of the Parties is carried out
free of charge and is not confirmed by acts. All
